Berlin. Mas de 500 parlamentarios de mas de 80 paises se han unido a la Campafia
Internacional para la creacion de una Asamblea Parlamentaria de las Naciones Unidas
(UNPA). "La respuesta entusiasta de estos politicos demostraron que los legisladores
elegidos a nivel nacional ven la necesidad de crear un organismo parlamentario a nivel
global y ahora quieren llevarlo a cabo”, comentd Andreas Bummel, presidente del
Secretariado de la Campafia por la UNPA en Berlin.

Los parlamentarios que respaldan la campafia creen que las soluciones a los principales
problemas econdmicos y ambientales requieren que "todos los seres humanos se
comprometan en los esfuerzos de colaboracion”.
